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Communicative strategies and tactics as a factor of formation of vulnerable

behavior of young people on the Internet

ABSTRACT. The article sets out the results of a research of individual factors fostering susceptibility of young people
to the manipulative intervention via Internet. It is they — individual-personal and socio-environmental factors and peculiari-
ties of network behavior — that allow predicting a possible response of the user (a young representative of the risk group) to a
certain manipulative strategy via virtual environment based on motivation (orientation towards Internet communication;
orientation towards self-expression in the Internet-environment; orientation towards gaming in the Internet-environment;
orientation towards commercial activity in the Internet-environment; orientation towards getting information in the Internet-
environment). The studies of specific features of creolized texts of extremist orientation allowed the researchers to single out
more efficient communicative strategies and tactics, the application of which makes the risk group representatives more sen-
sitive to intervention from asocial communities. Separation of people into “own” and “alien” through the tactic of aggres-
sion and attack upon the opponent realized within the strategy of discreditation is based on the use of the personal trait “in-
ability to forgive”. Negativism, depression and hyperemotionality facilitate the success of the strategy of formation of the
emotional state of the addressee. The verbal behavior of the risk group members more and more often demonstrates some
components of narcissism (undervaluation of others; sensitivity to humiliation, resentment and envy) and Machiavellianism.
The given category of young people are easily affected by the tactic of creation of enemy images which functions in the form
of discreditation strategy. The article notes the popularity of precedent phenomena in creolized texts (and specifically, refer-
ences to popular horror films).
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
